ELIGIBILITY:
Each submitted project must have an IIDA member as part of the design team. Submitting � rms must be located within the geographic 
boundary of the IIDA Texas Oklahoma Chapter.  Each entry must recognize all � rms and individuals involved in the design process. It 
is the responsibility of the entrant to give proper credit where joint ventures, � rm name changes or former partnerships are involved. 
Disputes regarding credits may result in disquali� cation.  The project cannot have been a previous winner in the category in which it is 
being submitted.  The project must have been completed after January 1st, 2008.

CATEGORIES:
Each project can be entered in only one of the following categories:  

 1. CORPORATE - This category includes commercial buildings for businesses and corporations

 2. GOVERNMENT - This category includes the following areas of practice: Administrative Buildings, Cafeterias/Dining  
  Halls, Courtrooms, Correctional Facilities, Dormitories and Military Base Lodging, Family Service Centers, Libraries,  
  Museums, Of� cer�s Clubs, Of� ce Buildings and Campus Locations, Schools and Universities.

 3. HEALTHCARE - This category includes the following areas of practice: Hospitals, Medical Clinics, and Medical 
  Laboratories.

 4. HOSPITALITY - This category includes the following areas of practice: Hotels, Resorts & Retreats, Restaurants & Bars,  
  Country Clubs & Athletic Clubs; Trains, Cruise Ships & Airplanes; Amusement Parks & Entertainment Venues; 
  Convention & Conference Centers

 5. EDUCATIONAL / INSTITUTIONAL: This category includes the following areas of practice: Schools, Colleges & 
  Universities, Museums, Libraries, Recreational areas, Family service centers, and Religious Facilities.

 6. RESIDENTIAL - This category includes the following areas of practice: Homes, and Multi-Family Housing.

 7. RETAIL - This category includes spaces designed for the sale of goods or commodities. 

 8. SUSTAINABILITY - This category focuses on Innovation in Sustainability to award projects with exceptional 
  performance above the requirements set forth by the LEED Green Building Rating System and/or innovative 
  performance in green building categories not speci� cally addressed by LEED.

JUDGING:
The jury for the competition is selected by the IIDA Texas/Oklahoma Chapter Board of Directors. The judging will be performed in 
advance of the IIDA Texas/Oklahoma Chapter Conference. The Chapter Board, the Design Excellence Awards Committee, or the jury 
may make any interpretations necessary to carry out the intent of the competition, to recognize the highest quality and achievement 
in interior design, and honor the creativity and innovation of the best Texas and Oklahoma interior designers. Judges reserve the right 
to abstain from awarding a category if they feel the entries are not exemplary.  Entries will be judged on the success with which the 
project has met its individual requirements, overall design quality, and its achievement of excellence in one or more of the following 
HEALTH, SAFETY AND WELFARE CRITERIA:
